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This Faq supports the playing of .MPG file extensions. Currently I am unable to get .AVI to play using GypPlay, but it is probably due to unsupported codecs or my own ignorance. When I do get them to work I will update the FAQ. 





Materials required:





Dreamcast: Any Region chipped or unchipped


Utopia Boot Disc Ver 1.1


Blank CDR To burn your files to.





Creating a DCVCD





1. Download the GypPlay file from www.boob.co.uk


2. Double click the zip file and extract it to a folder, preferably a new one.





 Now you areready to get your .mpg file and place it on the cd and burn it.





1.Place a blank CDR disc (650 or 700 meg work) into your CD Recorder drive.





2.Open you cd burning program if it is not already open. (If you are using adaptec and have auto insert notification on you need to choose " create cd that will be compatible with many computers").





3. Adding your files: First add your GypPlay files, remember to include the WinCE folder to the session. Then choose the .mpg files you would like to be on your DC video cd and place them on the cd (preferably not in the WinCE folder).





4. In adaptec under File choose CD Layout Properties (under nero, cdrwin and other programs just find the options or properties).  





5. Choose to create an ISO9660 CD. Then choose:


	Level 2 - create file with long file support, 30 + characters (any MS DOS 8.3 ratio will work, but it 	is hard to identify your file).


	Mode 1 - This is the regular cdrom mode, NOT XA





6. Click apply and OK.





7. Now make sure the cd is a SINGLE CLOSED SESSION then begin to burn your cd.





These are the exact steps I take in making a DCVCD with an MPG format file. If anyone has any problems with this please notify me at virusag13@home.com

Converting to .MPG Format





Currently I am only able to get GypPlay to work with .MPG files, so I just convert my .MPEG file to .MPG. It works fine with GypPlay and it is a snap in WIN 98SE.





Converting from .MPEG to .MPG





1. Open "my computer" and go to View then Folder Options.





2. Click on the View tab and look at your Advanced settings. Uncheck the "Hide File Extensions for known file types", it should be the 6th box down.





IF YOUR FILE IS IMPORTANT COPY AND PASTE A BACK UP OF IT NOW





3. Find your .MPEG and right click o it. Choose to re-name and then change the file extension to .mpg, it will ask you if you really want to hange the file format, just click OK. Test the file to make sure it works properly (if it does not you still have the copy).





4. Now you have a playable .MPG file that can be burned to your DCVCD





Converting from .AVI to .MPG





You can download a program called TMPGEnc.exe at http://www.jamsoft.com/tmpgenc/ Remember to download the english patch or you will get the program in Japanese. 





1. Install TMPGEnc along with the patch. Open the English version of the program.





2. Select the source file that you are going to use by pressing the "browse" button. You can select any kind of .mpg, .mpeg, .avi, including DivX ;). 





3. Go to settings and select the following **:

	- MPEG 1


	- Size : 320x240 


	- Aspect Ratio : 4:3 525 lines NTSC 


	- Frame Rate : 29.97 (usually automatically sets for you)


	- Rate Control mode : Constant Bitrate


	- CBR Bitrate : Varies 


		- For fast movement or action intense movies 600 - 700 (any higher causes frame 			  dropping and pixelation or fast moving objects or panning screens


		- For slow regular movement or no action 700 - 800 or 900, anything higher just looks 		  really bad.	


	- Motion Search - Normal





Advanced


	- Frame Type : Progressive


	- Field Order : Even Field


	- Aspect Ratio 4:3 525 lines NTSC  (or PAL in Europe)


	- Image Positioning : Full Screen (with aspect ratio) or Show at Center (w/ specified size, add size)


	- Add any filters you want, I used Edge Enhancement and it helped very little, but noticable.





Audio 


	- Stream Type : MPEG Audio Layer II


	- Sampling rate 44100 (cd quality)


	- Channel Mode : Stereo 


	- Bitrate : Nothing less than 128





System


	- Stream Type : I only used the MPEG 1 System (auto) setting. 





4. Hit okay and exit the settings





5. On stream type (bottom right) Choose System (Audio + Video)





6. Now hit start and wait for it to encode your file.
